Printers can 
be assigned up to four price 
profi les, to allow, for example, 
the fi nance department to track 
internal costs, external costs 
and the profi t made for every 
page printed or copied. For 
companies who need to charge 
back costs to clients, users can 
be prompted to select a multi -
level cost centre when printi ng 
or copying. 

Variety of Reports
  Over 40 standard reports 

are included in uniFLOW to 
show the data in a variety of 
diff erent ways as required by 
the administrator or fi nance 
department. Reports can be 
scheduled to run automati cally 
and email the data to specifi c 
people on a regular basis. 
The data can be exported in a 
number of diff erent formats, 
including XML, for integrati on 
with back offi  ce accounti ng 
systems. New custom-made 
reports can be writt en using 
Crystal Reports® and imported 
directly into uniFLOW to extend 
the reporti ng capabiliti es to meet 
the organizati on’s exact needs. 

Make Savings Visable
 The Stati sti cs module 

includes reports showing the 
savings made by organizati ons 
using uniFLOW as part of 
their print strategy. In most 
organizati ons hundreds of pages 
of paper that have been printed 
but not collected by users are 
thrown away from output 
trays. uniFLOW can reduce this 
waste by storing jobs securely 
on the print server and only 
releasing them when the user 
has authenti cated at the device. 
The fi nancial and environmental 
savings resulti ng from this print 
reducti on can be displayed in a 
stati sti cs report.
